December Safety Moment:
Charcoal Safety

Chemical fuels are not permitted for use 

as fire starters in Scouting activities!
Å Tips for Lighting Your Charcoal

ü Use a charcoal chimney

ü Options for Starters:

üStarter cubes placed under a chimney

üCardboard egg cartons, TP roles, or newspaper placed under chimney

ü Instant lighting charcoal works with or without a chimney

Å Fire Safety Reminders
ü Start fires in a safe, outside area.

ü Fires should never be left unattended.

ü Thoroughly extinguish all fires after use.
